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Do I need a power adapter in Cyprus?

 Are there electrical outlets in Cyprus?

No,the electrical outlets in Cyprus are different from those in the United States. In Cyprus electrical outlets of

type G are used,while the United States has electrical outlets of types A &B. Do I need a travel adapter for

Cyprus?

 What type of plug does Cyprus use?

Cyprus uses power outlets and plugs of type G. Take a look at the picture below to see what this plug and

power socket looks like: Doesn't look familiar?
