This reflection depends

on the angle of incidence and the refractive index of the glass.

 What happens when light travels through a glass?

When light travels through a glass,the intensity of the light is typically reduced. This absorption happens when

the energy of a photon of light matches the energy needed to excite an electron within the glass to its higher

energy state,and the photon is absorbed by the glass. The absorption spectrum of a glass varies by

composition.
